Our readings today are wonderfully consoling 
and wildly challenging. If we take them to 
heart, they just might change our lives. For 
they should call us to profound gratitude for all 
that God has done for us and inspire us to live 
lives of thanksgiving and obedience to Him in 
response to His overwhelming love and mer-
cy. 

In the Gospel Reading, from Mark, Jesus tells 
us in His own words how we can thank Him and how our lives 
can reflect greatness in His eyes — we can imitate Him. He tells 
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whoever wishes to be first among you will be the slave of all. For 
the Son of Man did not come to be served but to serve and to 
give his life as a ransom for many.” 

Our God has ransomed our lives. In truth, this “ransom” means 
our lives are not our own but belong to God. We must do what 
He asks us to do with them. And He has told us clearly what to 
do — serve others in love as we have been served in love by 
Him. 

This is why service for the Christian Steward is not an add-on to 
our already busy lives. It is our life. 
Over the course of the next week, take these readings to heart. 
Reflect on the remarkable love God has shown for you. Then 
look carefully at your daily life. Is it an imitation of the servant-
love of your Brother and Savior? What changes do you need to 
make, perhaps just in attitude, or perhaps to the trajectory of your 
life as a whole, to live in grateful service to the One who loves 
you so?

In fact, some-
times our prayers are the only and the best gift we can offer to 
others who are struggling through some difficulty. Because God 
loves us, every detail and concern of ours can be brought to 
prayer. It is not that we hope to change God’s mind, but that we 
acknowledge that God knows and cares about everything we 
experience. That attitude helps us to foster our loving friendship 
with God and reveal the will of God for our lives: the truest goal 
of all prayer. So every prayer should end with the phrase from 
the Our Father: “Thy will be done.”
